2.  The number of awards given in any given year and the dollar value of those awards will be
decided by majority vote of the committee. If the committee wishes to award a single award
of $1,000.00 or more, the decision of the committee must be unanimous

3. The Applicant must attach proof of enrollment in an approved college, university or Ministry
of Education and Training facility and a copy of their most recent academic grades.

4.  Members of Brockville Women’s Network and their immediate family members are eligible to

apply for the scholarship providing they are not current members of the executive or the
scholarship committee.

Describe their role, their activities and their accomplishments and how their service has impacted the
organization or community. In addition, please indicate if the applicant demonstrated exceptional leadership,
extraordinary effort and ability to overcome adversity.

The letter should be sent directly to the Scholarship Committee. Please ensure that the letter is typewritten on
letterhead, signed and includes your contact information. The student would appreciate a prompt response as the
deadline for application is June 1 for Fall Semester and November 1 for Winter Semester.
